INCLEMENT WEATHER:  Parishioners are not 
obliged to physically attend Sunday Mass if dangerous 
travel or road conditions exist.  Those who cannot safely 
attend Mass in person are encouraged to watch the Sun-
day TV Mass, which airs at 10:30 a.m. on CW50.  Lit-
urgy on Sundays and on Holy Days of Obligation, 
including their vigils, is not cancelled because of 
weather.  Weekday liturgy is held if there is a delay in 
the opening of schools.  If schools are closed, there is no 
daily liturgy. 
 
IN/OUT OF FLU SEASON:  No one is ever under 
an obligation to shake hands during the Sign of Peace 
(a statement of peace, bow or other gesture is appro-
priate) or to receive from the chalice.  Christ is fully 
present in each species when the bread and wine have 
been consecrated into His Body and Blood.  Anyone 
who is ill, or suspects he or she is ill, should refrain 
from receiving from the chalice out of goodwill.  Also, 
he or she may wish to receive the host in the hand ra-
ther than by mouth.  Common sense dictates that you 
remain at home, if feeling unwell. 
 
ORDINARY TIME:  Apart from those seasons having 
their own distinctive character, there remain in the yearly 
cycle those weeks (33 or 34) that do not celebrate a spe-
cific mystery of Christ.  Rather, especially on Sundays, 
they are devoted to  the mystery of Christ in all its full-
ness.  This period is known as Ordinary Time (General 
Norms 43).  Ordinary Time began on Tuesday, 10 Janu-
ary and continues through Tuesday, 28 February, the day  
before Ash Wednesday and the beginning  of  the Lenten 
Season.  It will resume when the Easter Season ends, 
that is on Monday, 05 June, the day following Pentecost.
