DRIVE-IN ADORATION:   There is now Exposition 
of the Blessed Sacrament at our Church, 24/7.  The 
monstrance is placed in the window of the apse of the 
church (south side of the church).  Park on the lower lev-
el of the church.  You are asked to remain in your car 
with the engine turned off.   
 

DRIVE-UP CONFESSION:  On Thursday evenings 
between 6:00 and 7:00 p.m. until further notice, Father 
Ray will be available for confessions inside the Gather-
ing Space with social distancing and wearing masks. 
Park on the upper level of the church.  If someone is go-
ing to confession, remain in your car with the engine off, 
and then approach when that penitent has returned to his/
her vehicle.  If you wish to schedule confession another 
day or time, contact Fr. Ray directly:

ORDINARY TIME:   Apart from those seasons having 
their own distinctive character, there remain in the yearly 
cycle those weeks (33 or 34) that do not celebrate a spe-
cific mystery of Christ.  Rather, especially on Sundays, 
they are devoted to the mystery of Christ in all its full-
ness.  This period is known as Ordinary Time (General 
Norms, 43).  Ordinary Time resumed when the Easter 
Season ended, on Monday 01 June 2020, the day follow-
ing Pentecost.

SALVE REGINA:  The Marian antiphon, Salve Regina, 
is sung from Trinity Sunday to the First Sunday of Ad-
vent.  It was used as a processional chant at Cluny as 
early as 1135.  The text of the antiphon is the familiar 
prayer, “Hail Holy Queen.”  At Visitation Parish we use 
it as a processional chant during the presentation of the 
gifts.

PARISH EMBER DAYS:  Responding to the Gospel 
and following Church tradition, Visitation parishioners 
are encouraged to voluntarily set aside Wednesday, Fri-
day and Saturday, 16, 18, and 19 September 2020 as 
special days of fasting, prayer and works of charity. 
 

INFANT BAPTISM CLASS:  Parents presenting their 
children for Baptism must be registered in our parish and 
are required to attend a Baptism Preparation Class prior 
to scheduling the Baptism. We encourage Sponsors/
Godparents, including  parishioners who will be Spon-
sors/Godparents elsewhere, to attend this Baptism Prepa-
ration Class.  Attendance during pregnancy is advised.

SACRAMENTAL PREPARATION:  Following the 
policy of the Archdiocese of Washington,  the Sacramen-
tal Programs for Baptism, Confirmation, Eucharist and 
Penance are parish and family based.  For youth, Confir-
mation is a three-year program that begins in the sixth 
grade; Eucharist/Penance is a two-year program that be-
gins in the first grade.  Throughout this period of prepa-
ration, children are to be participating in a formal reli-
gious education program in our parish or in a Catholic 
school.  Registration in our parish Faith Formation Pro-
gram is separate from registration in our Sacramental 
Preparation Program.  For information, call the parish

MATRIMONY POLICY:  It is Archdiocesan and  par-
ish policy that couples seeking to be married in the 
Church are to make arrangements with a Priest or Dea-
con a minimum of six months prior to setting a  wedding 
date.

SAINTS/WINDOWS:  9 September, Peter Claver 
(1581—1654) was born to a poor farming family in 
Spain.  He became a Jesuit missionary (upper panel) and, 
at his ordination to the priesthood, Peter vowed to be-
come “a slave to the slaves.”  As slave ships (lower pan-
el) arrived in Cartagena (Columbia, South America) he 
boarded the ships with food, drink and medicine.  With 
the help of interpreters, and despite open opposition and 
ridicule, Peter Claver instructed and baptized almost four 
hundred thousand people.  His feast is listed in the Unit-
ed States liturgical calendar.
